 » Th e Student Government Association continued its support
for Study Abroad by generously providing $40,000
in scholarships, awarding 40 students $1,000 each.
Additional scholarships were awarded by the Institute for
Global and Domestic Development, the Charles Redman
Endowment, the Department of Foreign Languages 
and Communication, and the Southeastern Louisiana 
University Spanish Club.

 » In addition to the Study Abroad opportunities, several 
students took advantage of the cooperative agreements
between Southeastern Louisiana University and other
universities world-wide to spend a semester or an entire 
year studying at a foreign institution.
