ASSESSMENT CRITERIA
AND PROCEDURES

a. The percentage of our graduates taking and passing parts

of the Uniform CPA Examination will equal or exceed both the
national and State of Louisiana average pass rates for each of
the four parts of the examination.

b. Eighty-five percent of the graduates of the Accounting
baccalaureate program will "Agree" or "Strongly Agree" with
the statement "l feel well prepared to enter the accounting
profession.” The question will be contained in a Graduating
Student Survey*. Respondents not agreeing with the above
statement will be afforded the opportunity to write-in the
specific skill attributes that they are lacking.

c. Eighty-five percent of the graduates of the Accounting
baccalaureate program will indicate that their undergraduate
preparation at Southeastern is equal to or better than that of
alumni of other institutions. The question will be contained in
Graduating Student Survey*.

a. Eighty percent of the graduates of the Accounting
baccalaureate program will respond "Yes" to the question "Do
you view this job as a step towards meeting your long-range
career v_mzlw.w " in the Graduating Student Survey*.

b. Sixty percent of students completing the Accounting
baccalaureate program will indicate that they are currently
employed or have accepted a job offer in their response to the
Graduating Student Survey*.
